
THOMAS A. G. RAY

SERVICE RECORD 

Born in Marshall County, Thomas was a Cooper prior to enlistment.  According to his 

Service Record, he had a congenital heart condition and was sick for much of his service. 

He deserted at one point but was arrested in Sherrard (Service Record erroneously states 

“Sharon”) and was returned to duty. On August 12, 1864, he was wounded in action at 

Cedar Creek, nature and location of wound not stated. Ultimately, because he had 

numerous health issues and significant hearing loss, he received a Disability Discharge 

in March 1863.
